2. IAE Standard Vocabulary Review Instructions

The IAE Standard Vocabulary version 1.0 has been defined based on analysis of information for five IAE shared systems: FPDS-NG, PPIRS, IGT, and FedReg.  

The IAE Standard Vocabulary contains the following columns, left to right.

	Column Heading
	Description

	Number
	IAE assigned number.

	XML Element Name
	Data element name derived from formal BIE name. The XML name follows UBL conventions to increase the potential for interoperability and reuse. Transactions will ultimately be using these XML element names. In contrast to BIE, ABIE, and ASBIE names, in an XML document (i.e., a transaction) XML element names are hierarchical, so they are best understood in terms on the hierarchy in which they appear. For example, an element named City may be part of a reusable Address element, which may appear within multiple contexts, such as within Vendor and Contact. The fully qualified names reflecting hierarchy for these 2 cases would be Vendor/Address/City and Contact/Address/City.

	BIE Dictionary Entry Name
	Formal data element name created using ISO 11179, part 5 naming and identification principles. These are not the names that will be used in transactions. However, they will be used in XML documentation to help explain the business context for each XML element.

	Definition
	Textual description of data element, as would appear in a data dictionary.

	Format
	Data type, such as alphanumeric, date, currency, Boolean, integer.

	Max Length
	Maximum length of a text string, Boolean, or other data type.

	Constraints
	Additional restrictions on the data values, such as:

Minimum length of string

Minimum and/or maximum value of an integer or currency amount, where known

Fixed list of values, such as an enumerated set or external code list.

4. Information Exchanges Review Instructions

As indicated in the main document, a “Standard eTransactions” is comprised of two parts:

· Information Exchanges

· Standard Vocabulary (used in conjunction with the exchanges)

The Information Exchanges below reflect the relationship between specific shared systems of the IAE and the acquisition activities they support. We are refining these exchanges and developing new exchanges that better meet the needs of the acquisition community.  To assist us in that process please review these Information Exchanges and enter your feedback in the review comments section of each exchange.  Specifically we need your help to identify:

· Missing transactions associated with the initial shared systems of FPDS-NG, CCR, PPIRS, & FedReg

· Incorrectly mapped activities

· Any other unique requirements for your agency for a given Information Exchange

In conducting this review it may be useful to reference the “Acquisition Backbone Scenario”, a representation of the most complex acquisition scenario that includes the majority of information exchanges discovered in all 16 acquisition scenarios.

This effort is an iterative process, and the expectation is that both the vocabulary and information exchanges will evolve as a result of this review.  We have included in the companion document, “Sample Standard eTransactions.xls,” illustrations of how the evolving vocabulary and information exchanges together result in IAE Standard eTransactions.  However, before the remaining Standard eTransactions can be finalized, additional work reviewing the standard vocabulary and information exchanges is required.  The data elements that are associated with the existing information exchanges are available and can be found at each IAE shared systems’ website.
