
434.001 Definition.

Pursuant to OMB Circular No. A-11 (Circular A-11) and the definition at FAR 2.101, within USDA, a
system shall be considered a major system if:

(a) The system has been identified as a Major IT Investment pursuant to USDA Departmental
Regulation 3030- 008, Definition of Major Information Technology Investments,

(b) The total non-IT acquisition costs are estimated to be $50 million or more, or

(c) The system, regardless of estimated acquisition or life cycle costs, has been specifically
designated to be a major system by the USDA Acquisition Executive or by the Major Information
Technology Systems Executive. The Assistant Secretary for Administration (ASA) is the USDA
Acquisition Executive for major system acquisition other than acquisitions of information technology.
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
